May the rule of God invite us to trust more in the power of love than 
in the power of violence. 
     I do understand that a new president is not the answer to all the 
evils of the world.  But may this historic day be a sign of hope that 
extends beyond the bounds of our nation and reminds us to keep look-
ing for God’s presence in our lives.
