us, it may say, “Think about whether you have anything yodngsawould want.” To reconcile these messags
and, perhaps, conflicting expectations—requires long-téort.e

ever makes the most of your congregation’s context alidreuYou, in partnership with the Holy Spirit and
people of your community, will collaborate to “Rethink Ctluf Even the new approach to communicating
“brand promise” reflects this spirit of collaboration:
